1. Motion to approve minutes from April 12, 2023 by K. Hetrick, seconded by C. Hanson, approved unanimously 

2. Presentation and Q&A by Ginger Philips—Arden Solutions, association management company regarding the possibility of Arden Solutions coordinating and organizing our virtual conference 
-possibilities: registration, event app

-has helped with planning of conferences from 100-1200 people 

-pricing sheet shared with K. Larson—flat fee for one day conference of $8000, for half day, $5000

-each virtual meeting room $1000 (concurrent) 

-app price: cheapest is about $2000, one like best is about $4500 with add-on modules for registration, etc. 

3. Chapter Advisor Guest Attendees presented ideas and areas of concern from their experiences
